Then the equation does not balance anymore. | would be heartbroken if any of my actions or
decisions added their names to the list of deaths.

The world of ethics does not embrace the sort of choice that puts the economy above life. That equation can
never be balanced. Killing some so others may go back to work is not a reasonable choice. This decision is not
as easy as who is over the middle of the seat. The best thing to do right now is to listen to the medical people,
who understand medicine. Do not listen teapglbinted experts who have decided on beautiful timelines

rather than science and public safety.
